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Founded in 1946, the Fulbright Program is named after J. William Fulbright
(1905-1995), who was instrumental in creating a program that aims to cultivate
“perceptions and perspectives that transcend national boundaries.” Initially,

the program sold surplus war property overseas to finance an unprecedented
number of bilateral educational and cultural exchanges for students, scholars,
and teachers. Today, the Fulbright Program facilitates these bilateral exchanges
between the US and 155 countries around the globe. Fulbright Austria was
founded in 1951, making it one of the oldest Fulbright commissions in the world.

Creative leadership and liberal education, which
in fact go together, are the first requirements

for a hopeful future for humankind. Fostering
these—leadership, learning, and empathy
between cultures—was and remains the purpose
of the international scholarship program I was
privileged to sponsor in the US Senate.”
